
Last term, we set up an Equalities Committee to look
at ways to further promote the importance of respect
and tolerance for people with protected characteristics. 

One of the actions from our meeting was to create a
‘School Hero Award.’ This award will be given to pupils
who show courage and stand up for what is right.

An assembly was held to discuss the importance of
making good choices and doing something about a
situation, even when you are a little bit scared. Even if
children don’t feel they can use their voice, they know
they can go and tell someone who can help.
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Staff receive regular training, both in house and
through external providers to support children
with SEND.
